1. “To be led by the Spirit is to have an intuitive sense of direction that you don’t really understand, but you have an inward sureness that it is from the Lord.”

It is not enough to know what direction to go in, but the Holy Spirit wants to explain to you WHY it is the best direction.  The bible refers to the Holy Spirit as the Spirit of Wisdom:

1. Ephesians 1:17 I keep asking that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the glorious Father, may give you the Spirit of wisdom and revelation, so that you may know him better.


2. Isaiah 11:2 The Spirit of the LORD will rest on him-- the Spirit of wisdom and of understanding, the Spirit of counsel and of power, the Spirit of knowledge and of the fear of the LORD—

 This changes the REASONS why I pray.

I pray;

1. For problem resolution

Holy Spirit please show me why this is a confusing or hard situation?

2. For Strength to walk in His Grace

Holy Spirit please fill me with your love, patience, gentleness and wisdom.

3. Once someone is FILLED with the Holy Spirit do they need to be RE-Filled?

4. Once you understand the promised in God’s Word, there are two requirements to be Filled or Re-Filled with the Holy Spirit.

Besides Thirst, what is the other main requirement for being Filled with the Holy Spirit?

5. Why is being drunk such an important physical parallel to being Filled with the Holy Spirit? 

· Transparent
· Confident
· Verbal
· Singing
· Affectionate
· Release from Stress
6. At Liberty Church, one of our Core foundational doctrines is to NOT give advice to people unless we ask permission. 
How does this tie into the promises of the Holy Spirit?
John 16: 7-8 But I tell you the truth: It is for your good that I am going away. Unless I go away, the Counselor will not come to you; but if I go, I will send him to you. 8When he comes, he will convict the world of guilt in regard to sin and righteousness and judgment:

7. What is the main PURPOSE of being Filled or Baptized with the Holy Spirit?

Acts1:8But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth."

Acts 2:3,4,& 41

3They saw what seemed to be tongues of fire that separated and came to rest on each of them. 4All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other tongues as the Spirit enabled them.

41Those who accepted his message were baptized, and about three thousand were added to their number that day.

Acts 2:42-45

42They devoted themselves to the apostles' teaching and to the fellowship, to the breaking of bread and to prayer. 43Everyone was filled with awe, and many wonders and miraculous signs were done by the apostles. 44All the believers were together and had everything in common. 45Selling their possessions and goods, they gave to anyone as he had need. 46Every day they continued to meet together in the temple courts. They broke bread in their homes and ate together with glad and sincere hearts, 47praising God and enjoying the favor of all the people. And the Lord added to their number daily those who were being saved.

Acts 4:29-31

29Now, Lord, consider their threats and enable your servants to speak your word with great boldness. 30Stretch out your hand to heal and perform miraculous signs and wonders through the name of your holy servant Jesus." 31After they prayed, the place where they were meeting was shaken. And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and spoke the word of God boldly.
8. If a person loses focus or passion to bring others to Christ – do they then lose the motivation to be RE-Filled daily with the Spirit?

9. Which Thirst is better for a reason to be filled with the Holy Spirit? Is it better to be filled because of a CRISIS thirst or a CONSTANT thirst?

1) Some people have a constant thirst for understanding.  They were born with a passion to analyze.  They want to know why a square has four sides.  They want to know why the sun rises in the east and sets in the west.  They cannot tackle a subject without looking at every perspective; they thirst for life to have a sense of order.  They want truth and for things to make sense.  They became Christians because they thirsted for truth and for answers.  They have a constant thirst to understand.  


2) Some people have a constant thirst for productivity.  They were born, not in a prideful way (although it can get prideful) wanting something meaningful to happen in their life.  They don’t want to blow through this life and have done nothing.  They want to do something important, something hard, a challenge; a need to accomplish something.  They want meaning and purpose, productivity, strength, something big.  They’ve given their parents fits since they were toddlers, and to this day wake with a constant thirst to produce something with their life.


3) Some people have a constant thirst for joy.  They look at the first group who obsess and analyze everything, and the second group who are obsessed on conquering the world and they say, “What good is it if you understand everything or if you conquered the world, but you can’t smile?”   They say, “The sweetest thing on earth is to watch a heavy heart become a light heart”.  They wake up with a thirst to see people filled with joy.  They want to encourage.   They want their hearts to be lighter, happy and smile.  It is not a crisis thirst.  It is an every minute, every day deep thirst in their soul.  It is a constant thirst for joy.  

4) About 50 to 90% of people thirst for safety.  If you have a constant thirst for safety, it’s not necessarily because you’ve been wounded.  It is because you were born with a feeling that when people are in strife, attacking each other, something in your soul feels like a hundred pairs of fingernails pulling down on chalkboards.  You just can’t handle strife and anger.  People, who have a thirst for safety, are very passionate for their families because they are so thirsty for protection.  Their families may offer no refuge, but they are still thirsty for it.  They thirst for a place of protection and safety; a place where there is no strife.

“Choose”.  Choose---from what source?  It is your personal responsibility to choose from what source you will satisfy your thirst.  If you want to release the powerful, passionate peace and presence of the Holy Spirit a thousand times a week, you need to face something here that may hurt a little bit.  You may have tried to satisfy your thirst with external pleasures, in the form of:

· Sensuality (pornography, drugs, or simply going to the movies)

· Family (if you expect your mate/kids to satisfy your thirst you will cling and suffocate)

· Power (squash others, go higher, be the boss)

· Possessions (satisfies for a moment, but then has to have something else)

· Being nice (think they will earn rewards and everyone will like them)

10. Is the gift of Tongues available to every Christian?

Acts 2:4 All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in other tongues as the Spirit enabled them.

Acts 10:44-46

While Peter was still speaking these words, the Holy Spirit came on all who heard the message. 45The circumcised believers who had come with Peter were astonished that the gift of the Holy Spirit had been poured out even on the Gentiles. 46For they heard them speaking in tongues and praising God.

Acts 19:6 When Paul placed his hands on them, the Holy Spirit came on them, and they spoke in tongues and prophesied.

11. In I Corinthians 12 was Paul speaking of the Giving of a Message from God to the church in Tongues & Interpretation or was he speaking of praying in tongues?

I Cor. 12:28And in the church God has appointed first of all apostles, second prophets, third teachers, then workers of miracles, also those having gifts of healing, those able to help others, those with gifts of administration, and those speaking in different kinds of tongues. 29Are all apostles? Are all prophets? Are all teachers? Do all work miracles? 30Do all have gifts of healing? Do all speak in tongues? Do all interpret? 31But eagerly desire the greater gifts.

I Cor. 14:14  if I pray in a tongue
12. Is Tongues a language in which you have control? In other words, will God TAKE OVER your tongue or does tongues require an act of will in the same way that it requires an act of will or choice to speak in Spanish or English if you are bilingual and know both languages?

 I Cor. 13:1 NLT If I could speak all the languages of earth and of angels, but didn’t love others

I Cor. 13:1 NIV If I speak in the tongues of men and of angels, but don’t have love.

13. Why is I Cor. 14:14-15 possibly the most important verses in the Bible on praying in Tongues?

I Cor. 14:14-15

For if I pray in a tongue, my spirit prays, but my mind is unfruitful. 15So what shall I do? I will pray with my spirit, but I will also pray with my mind; I will sing with my spirit, but I will also sing with my mind.
14. When PJ agrees to pray for someone to be baptized in the Holy Spirit, he asks for three things IN ADVANCE. They are:

1. To listen to about 15 sermons and study God’s Word on this subject.
2. To answer a list of questions until you are sure and confident
3. To spend at least seven days of a media fast in preparation to set your minds on things above. He specifically asks you to take the normal time of TV, internet surfing, Movies and Video games and to spend that time going for walks and praying for a life long thirst to be a vessel of the Holy Spirit for God’s Glory.
Do you understand why PJ asks these things and do you agree with them?

15.  When you are praying in Tongues and your mind and heart are on the Lord and on the urgent thing on your heart, tongues flows powerfully. The instant you change your focus to listening to the Tongues – the flow stops and tongues feels awkward and forced. 
Why is that?

When PJ MEETS with you, he asks for seven things in a specific order.  They are:

1. To have some friends from your small group or congregation who have great freedom in Tongues to join us.
2. PJ plays instrumental worship music quietly while we talk.
3. PJ then reviews this order to make sure you are comfortable and clear.
4. PJ then asks each person in the room to list the words or phrases that most deeply engage your mind and emotions when you pray or worship. The key words allow each person to quickly and easily get engaged when we all pray and praise. For some people the key phrases are things like:
a. Use me Lord
b. Give me heart to follow you in ANYTHING
c. Let my life bring you Glory
d. Let your LOVE to flow through me
e. Let your JOY flow through me
f. FILL me
g. Make me STRONG for you
5. PJ then leads you in a prayer to release the Spirit of God to flow from your spirit into your soul and body.
Luke 11:9-13
9"So I say to you: Ask and it will be given to you; seek and you will find; knock and the door will be opened to you. 10For everyone who asks receives; he who seeks finds; and to him who knocks, the door will be opened. 11"Which of you fathers, if your son asks for a fish, will give him a snake instead? 12Or if he asks for an egg, will give him a scorpion? 13If you then, though you are evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your Father in heaven give the Holy Spirit to those who ask him!"
6. PJ and others then lay hands on you and pray for the Spirit to come upon you.
7. PJ then asks everyone to stand and begin to praise the Lord out loud in English. At this point, he turns up the music.
8. PJ tells you in advance that he will come to a point where he asks everyone to switch to tongues.
9. After about 30 seconds to a minute, PJ then asks you to sit down and to talk through what you experienced.
Questions connected to # 16
16. Why does PJ lay hands on you if you have already released the Spirit of God within you?

17. Why does PJ have everyone stand and praise the Lord out loud in English for 15-30 seconds before switching to tongues?

18. Why does PJ then ask you to sit back down and talk through what you have experienced?

19. Why does PJ play the instrumental worship music? 
Hint II Kings 3:15
11 But Jehoshaphat asked, "Is there no prophet of the LORD here, that we may inquire of the LORD through him?" 
      An officer of the king of Israel answered, "Elisha son of Shaphat is here. He used to pour water on the hands of Elijah. " 

 12 Jehoshaphat said, "The word of the LORD is with him." So the king of Israel and Jehoshaphat and the king of Edom went down to him. 

 13 Elisha said to the king of Israel, "What do we have to do with each other? Go to the prophets of your father and the prophets of your mother." 
      "No," the king of Israel answered, "because it was the LORD who called us three kings together to hand us over to Moab." 

 14 Elisha said, "As surely as the LORD Almighty lives, whom I serve, if I did not have respect for the presence of Jehoshaphat king of Judah, I would not look at you or even notice you. 15 But now bring me a harpist." 
      While the harpist was playing, the hand of the LORD came upon Elisha 16 and he said, "This is what the LORD says: Make this valley full of ditches. 17 For this is what the LORD says: You will see neither wind nor rain, yet this valley will be filled with water, and you, your cattle and your other animals will drink. 18 This is an easy thing in the eyes of the LORD; he will also hand Moab over to you. 19 You will overthrow every fortified city and every major town. You will cut down every good tree, stop up all the springs, and ruin every good field with stones." 

After this time together, PJ asks you to go home and to do the following things.

1. Put on some worship music.
2. Get in a place where you can be loud and will not bother anyone.
3. Get a list of 5-8 thing burdens of intercession that are heavy on your heart.
4. To pray in Tongues and English for a minimum of 30 minutes over these prayer lists.
5. To understand that intercession has ebbs and flows. That there will be times that the intercession is soft and times it will be intense.
6. There will also be times that you will switch from intercession to worship in both tongues and English.
7. PJ also asks you to keep a pen and paper handy to write down things the Lord shows you or speaks to you.
20.  Why does PJ ask you to do this immediately after being Baptized in the Holy Spirit?
