2. In Many marriages, At least ONE of you has NEVER BEEN honest.

Prov. 18:13 He who answers before listening- that is his folly and his shame

Philippians 2:20, 21 1have no one else like him, who takes a genuine interest in your welfare.
For everyone looks out for his own interests, not those of Jesus Christ.

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10:13 Wisdom is found on the lips of the discerning, but a rod is for the back of him who lacks

judgment.
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10:21 The lips of the righteous nourish many, but fools die for lack of judgment.
10: 31 The mouth of the righteous brings forth wisdom, but a perverse tongue will be cut out.

10:32 The lips of the righteous know what is fitting, but the mouth of the wicked only what is

perverse.
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13:16 Every prudent man acts out of knowledge, but a fool exposes his folly.

14:8 The wisdom of the prudent is to give thought to their ways, but the folly of fools is deception.
14:33 Wisdom reposes in the heart of the discerning

15:2 The tongue of the wise commends knowledge, but the mouth of the fool gushes folly.

15:7 The lips of the wise spread knowledge; not so the hearts of fools.

15:14 The discerning heart seeks knowledge, but the mouth of a fool feeds on folly.

15:23 A man finds joy in giving an apt reply- and how good is a timely word!

15:28 The heart of the righteous weighs its answers, but the mouth of the wicked gushes evil.
15:33 The fear of the LORD teaches a man wisdom, and humility comes before honor.

16:21 The wise in heart are called discerning, and pleasant words promote instruction.

16:22 Understanding is a fountain of life to those who have it, but folly brings punishment to fools
16:24 Pleasant words are a honeycomb, sweet to the soul and healing to the bones.

17:24 A discerning man keeps wisdom in view

18:2 A fool finds no pleasure in understanding but delights in airing his own opinions.
18:15 The heart of the discerning acquires knowledge; the ears of the wise seek it out.

19:8 He who gets wisdom loves his own soul; he who cherishes understanding prospers.
19:27 Stop listening to instruction, my son, and you will stray from the words of knowledge.

20:5 The purposes of a man's heart are deep waters, but a man of understanding draws them

20:15 Gold there is, and rubies in abundance, but lips that speak knowledge are a rare jewel.

22:11 He who loves a pure heart and whose speech is gracious will have the king for his friend.

23:12 Apply your heart to instruction and your ears to words of knowledge.

24:3,4 By wisdom a house is built, and through understanding it is established; through

knowledge its rooms are filled with rare and beautiful treasures.
